POSTER PROJECT: TRIBUTE TO VETERANS
In order to develop an appreciation for the service of veterans in our community, students will be required to interview a veteran and use the information to create a tribute poster for the veteran. A veteran is someone who has served in any branch of the military at any time. Your project should be displayed on a poster board (red, white, or blue—no other colors will be accepted). You should use the information from your interview to write a tribute to the veteran that you interviewed. Include information about his/her time in the military and how we can show our appreciation to veterans. The poster should be decorated, but DO NOT use original photos, certificates, etc. If you need help scanning or copying originals, let the teacher know well-enough ahead of time to get them done in order to complete your project. If possible, you should present your project to the veteran you interviewed before turning it in for a grade. Use the suggested questions below to get started with your interview.
SUGGESTED INTERVIEW QUESTIONS 
1. Full name of the individual.

2. Date and place of birth.

3. Why did you decide to go into the service?

4. What was your branch of service?

5. What was going on in the United States during the time of your service?

6. Describe the process you went through to enlist/join the military.

7. Describe your experiences in boot camp/basic training.

8. Describe your duties or job.

9. What was the most surprising or unexpected thing you experienced while you were in the service?

10. Describe the most humorous incident that occurred while you were (are) in service.

11. During your time in service, what are you most proud of?

12. What message do you have for our young people regarding patriotism and serving our country?
